· act as the contact person with the French authorities (biological safety assessment, authorization to use genetically modified agents, biological waste management, etc.).
You will be under the management responsibility of the ESRF Safety Officer, and will work in close collaboration with the Safety Groups of the two institutes and with the Site Joint Medical Service.

You have a university qualification (Master’s degree or equivalent) in molecular biology or biochemistry and have at least 3 years professional experience in a biology or biochemistry laboratory.
